How To Always Have A Good Day

My high school baseball coach had a unique tradition of letting us know who 
was pitching the next game. He’d say, “Hit the stairs,” and off you went to run 
the bleachers for thirty minutes. I remember the first time I heard those 
words, how excited I was to know I would be pitching the next day, and then 
after 5 minutes of running up-and-down the bleachers, I began to dislike this 
‘gift’.
In one sense Bleacher Day could be labeled ‘bad’, and Game Day could be 
labeled ‘good’.
But now I can see that neither day was inherently ‘bad’ or ‘good’. I considered 
Bleacher Day ‘bad’ because it was HARD, and Game Day as ‘good’ because 
it was FUN. However, both were essential to getting the most out of Game 
Day.
The danger of this good-day/bad-day mindset is that we begin to define our 
days as either ‘good’ (because we get the stuff we wanted), or ‘bad’ (because 
we didn’t get the stuff we wanted). Soon whether we are happy or sad is 
dependent upon things completely out of our control and we live a life of 
reaction and anxiety: was this day ‘good’ or ‘bad’ for me? 
Consider Ephesians 2:10 - For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us 
anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us.
Our God directed purpose on this earth is fairly simple to understand: ‘do 
good things’. 
See Matthew 7:12 for more on this command.
A good day then is not what happens to us; a good day is WHAT HAPPENS 
when we do the good things God has prepared for us to do.
