The key to having a healthy relationship with anyone is consistent two-
way communication. You must talk to someone and listen to them in order 
to have a healthy relationship, and the more consistently you do this the 
deeper and stronger the relationship gets. 

The same principle applies when it comes to having a healthy and fruitful 
relationship with God. We have to talk to Him and listen to Him on a 
consistent basis, and when we do this over time, we experience the kind 
of relationship with Him that we long for.  So how do we do that? 

It happens when we allow God's Spirit to speak to us through His Word

and reading the Bible becomes stronger because we expect to hear a 
response to our prayers.

Also, journal prayers that can include praise, 
thanksgiving, petition, intercession, and confession.
