The word ‘Servant’ isn’t a popular adjective in the world today, but it’s a good thing 
God thinks differently than the world!   The church is full of servants and God has 
created servant roles in the church that we call elders and deacons. The word deacon 
means servant and it’s a very important role in the church.   God knew there would be 
needs in the church and His desire was to have ‘qualified’ men to help serve in 
different areas. 

I Timothy 3: 8-13 Paul gives Timothy the criteria for a deacon.   For the most part, the 
criteria are character qualities.   We need men who have skills in different areas, but 
we see that character is the most important qualification for a deacon. Isn’t it 
interesting that the Bible talks more about who a deacon must be rather than what a 
deacon will be doing? 

In Exodus chapter 18, Moses’ father-in-law comes to visit, and watches Moses serve 
as a judge for all the people from morning until evening.   Moses’ father-in-law, Jethro 
told him it wasn’t good for Moses to take all the work on by himself, so he 
recommended selecting “capable men” to help out.  The qualifications listed by Jethro 
are found in Exodus 18:21 “But select capable men  from all the people—men who 
fear  God, trustworthy men who hate dishonest gain…” Did you notice the 
qualifications are character qualities… like that of deacons?

In Acts chapter 6 we find a situation where the early church had a need to assist in 
serving the Hellenistic widows as they were being neglected in the daily distribution of 
food.   The Apostles decided to choose seven men to serve in this area and the 
qualifications are found in Acts 6:3 “Men of good repute,  full of the Spirit and of 
wisdom…”.  Again, we see the stress on the character qualities.

Spring Meadows is blessed with deacons who love to serve and are a vital part of the 
health of this church.  Many deacons serve behind the scenes and can easily go 
unnoticed as they don’t seek attention or notoriety.  I encourage you to get acquainted 
with our deacons, keep them in your prayers, and thank them for their service!
