Learning in the life of a
Christian never stops. Let God continue to shape and mold you through the lessons
of this season.

2. What can | enjoy in this season of my life? | have often been caught looking at
what was coming next rather than enjoying what was happening NOW. Don't miss
the blessings found in your NOW. Ecclesiastes 11:8 tells us, “People ought to enjoy
every day of their lives” (NCV). | know that’s not always easy. You'll have many rough
days, but in those rough days find reasons to celebrate. 1 Thessalonians 5:18 tells
us, I've found that we can “give thanks in all circumstances” (NIV).
3. What is most important in this season? YOU CAN'T DO IT ALL. The world pulls
at us telling us to do more and more, but we only have so many minutes in a day.
How many of those minutes will you devote to what MATTERS MOST? Identify the
IMPORTANT and invest in those things. Jesus puts it this way: “seek first His
Kingdom and His righteousness and all these things will be added unto you”
(Matthew 6:33).

4. How can you help others in this season of life? Each one of us is uniquely
gifted in different ways to serve others. Look at every season as a new opportunity to
use the gifts that God has given you to help others. Galatians 6:10 says, “Therefore, as
we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who belong to the family
of believers.” In this community, OPPORTUNITIES ABOUND for helping others.” May we
all allow God to use our lives to reach others.
