April 1, NASA launched the Artemis II mission — sending four
astronauts on a journey around the Moon for the first time since
1972. As I write this, they are making their way back to Earth, having
flown within 4,000 miles of the lunar surface and traveled farther
from home than any human being in over fifty years. The images they
have sent back — of Earth hanging brilliant and small against the
darkness, of the Moon’s cratered far side lit by the sun — are
breathtaking.
